Back to School Splash- July
This is a party that kicks off the school year. It takes place on a Saturday at the Gwinnett Aquatic Center. 

Book Sale- May
Held at Perimeter Church this is a sale for any curriculum and/or books you need to sell. You can browse and buy anything you need for the upcoming year. 

CHEER Market- October
This is a great event for your kids! This involves the kids making crafts, ornaments, refreshments, desserts, and selling them for reasonable prices at their table on a Friday afternoon after E-Day in October.
